Dear Participants,

As we prepare to welcome tourists to the UAE and visitors to Expo 2020, we need to build on our
successes in combating COVID 19, where we have seen a decline of nearly 84 per centin cases
in the past eight months. As of September 2021, the UAE has administered almost 19 million
vaccination doses and fully immunised 80 per cent of its population. Dubai has seen a steady
influx of visitors since it reopened to tourists in July 2020, and the emirate welcomed 2.85 million
visitors in the first half of 2021, with numbers predicted to accelerate in the fourth quarter,
boosted by Expo 2020 Dubai and the UAE’s Golden Jubilee celebrations.

In our continued efforts to uphold the highest health and safety measures throughout the Event
for both our Participants and visitors we have recently enhanced our visitor entry measures.

e Non-vaccinated ticket-holders who have not been tested within the 72-hour period can
benefit from the PCR testing facilities available at and or near the Expo2020 site
